The Federal Asian Pacific American Council (FAPAC) will hold its 27th Annual National Leadership Training Conference from April 30 to May 4, 2012, at the Grand Hyatt Atlanta in Buckhead Hotel, Atlanta, GA.  The theme for this year’s conference is “Striving for Excellence in Leadership, Diversity and Inclusion.”

The FAPAC is a non-profit, non-partisan organization representing the interests of over 155,000 civilian and military Asian Pacific American (APA) employees in the Federal and District of Columbia governments.  
The FAPAC Annual Conference is a great training opportunity for professional and personal development and is open to Federal employees, with informative workshops in such areas as Interviewing Techniques, Diversity in the Federal Workplace, Navigating the EEO Process, and Veterans and Disability Forums.  
The Office of Diversity and Inclusion (ODI) will be conducting a no-cost VA Pre-conference Forum on Monday, April 30, 2012 from 8:00 a.m. to noon.  This Pre-conference Form is a diversity training opportunity open to all VA employees.  .

The ODI, along with its VA partners, will staff an exhibit booth to showcase VA Learning University information (VALU), VA internship opportunities, and VA Veterans’ services.
