	EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

	Introduction

The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) is proud to present VA’s Management Directive (MD) 715 Equal Employment Opportunity (EEO) Program Status Report for fiscal year (FY) 2016 and EEO Plan for FY 2017.  This report addresses all the required elements for building and sustaining a Model EEO Program.

VA comprises a Central Office (VACO), which is located in Washington, DC, and field facilities throughout the Nation, as well as the U.S. territories and the Philippines.  Programs are administered by three major subcomponents:  Veterans Health Administration (VHA), Veterans Benefits Administration (VBA), and the National Cemetery Administration (NCA).  VA is the second largest Federal Department, with a workforce of approximately 370,000 employees.  VA employs approximately 120,800 Veterans, which is approximately 32.6 percent of the workforce.

VA provides health care, benefits, and memorial services for approximately 21.3 million Veterans.
  VA provides these services through three subcomponents:  VHA, with 168 medical centers, 1,035 outpatient sites, and 14 health care centers; VBA, with 56 regional offices; and NCA, with 133 cemeteries.  In addition to the national cemeteries, NCA supports VA’s Cemetery Grant Program which is designed to complement NCA’s national cemeteries across the country.  VACO is the national headquarters office comprising numerous staff offices reporting to the Secretary. 

Unlike most Federal agencies, VA maintains a tri-partite structure for the administration of its Department-wide EEO and diversity management functions.  The respective functions and responsibilities are distributed among three independent offices as described below:

· The Office of Diversity and Inclusion (ODI) develops Department-wide EEO and diversity policies, performs workforce analyses and reporting, develops outreach and retention programs, and provides training and communication on EEO and diversity topics.  This year, ODI assumed responsibility for the Department-wide employee engagement efforts.
· The Office of Resolution Management (ORM) administers the Department’s EEO complaint processing system (counseling, procedural decisions, investigation, and compliance), oversees the Workplace Alternative Dispute Resolution (ADR) Program, and provides oversight for the VA’s Anti-Harassment Office (AHO) to ensure allegations of workplace harassment are handled in a fair and effective manner. 

· The Office of Employment Discrimination Complaint Adjudication (OEDCA) issues final agency decisions (FAD) based upon an investigative record or final orders following a decision by an EEOC administrative judge. 
In FY 2014, the Secretary provided his vision for VA: to transform VA from its current way of doing business to one that places the Veterans in control of how, when and where they wished to be served.  This transformational process is referred to as MyVA and continues to serve as a catalyst to modernize VA’s processes, culture and capabilities to put the needs of the Veterans and their families first.

Officials and specialists responsible for managing and accounting for all VA’s EEO programs have embraced the vision and are currently working to incorporate the MyVA goals and strategies in the EEO program while still ensuring compliance with all EEO regulations.  

Limitations on Applicant Flow Data 

Please note that the Office of Personnel Management’s (OPMs) new USA Staffing information system, using the IBM Cognos software, is sufficient to populate EEOC’s Table A7 automatically.  However, it does not contain the necessary data and business rules to populate Tables B7, A9, B9, A11 and B11.  VA manually processed more than 1.4 million records to generate the A9, A11, and B11 tables for each of the VA Administrations and at the Department level.  There was insufficient time and resources to generate the B7 and B9 tables.
For the current USA Staffing system, a three month time lag exists with the publishing of OPM’s audited applicant data.  Hence, the applicant data published in Tables A7 and B7 will reflect the time period October 1, 2015 through July 31, 2016 only.  The remaining workforce tables are for the period ending September 30, 2016.
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	Summary of VA’s Self-Assessment
In FY 2016, VA continued to make progress toward implementing a Model EEO Program in accordance with EEOC’s six essential elements identified in Part G (a list of yes/no type questions grouped under each element).  A “no” response indicates a deficiency in that aspect of the EEO program.  ODI monitors VA’s status on these elements through a sophisticated web-based system that enables VA components to enter and track their self-assessments at all organizational levels.  Deficiencies identified at the national level focused mainly on structural challenges, such as inconsistent coordination between EEO and Human Resources (HR) staff and lack of centralized tracking and enforcement in some areas.  These issues have been addressed in Part H.  Table 1 displays the percent of the “Compliance Indicators” assessed as “met” in Part G of the report and is grouped by each essential element.  We completely met compliance indicators in two out of the six essential elements.  The paragraphs following Table 1 depict some of VA’s major accomplishments and challenges under each of the six essential elements.

DEMONSTRATED COMMITMENT FROM AGENCY LEADERSHIP:  The Secretary of VA has demonstrated his strong commitment to EEO and diversity in the workforce through several initiatives.  VA strengthened the language of its EEO, Diversity and Inclusion (D&I), the Notification and Federal Employee Antidiscrimination and Retaliation (No FEAR) Act, and Whistleblower Rights and Protection Policy Statement.  On November 17, 2016, the Secretary signed the policy statement and reaffirmed VA’s commitment to the rights and protections enshrined in the Civil Rights Act of 1964, the No FEAR Act, the Whistleblower Protection Act, and related Federal laws that protect our employees.  In FY 2016, individuals with targeted disabilities (IWTDs) represented 2.43 percent of total hires which fell short of the Secretary’s three percent goal for the first time in three years.  The onboard representation of IWTDs was 2.14 percent, exceeding the Secretary’s two percent onboard goal.  The Assistant Secretary for Human Resources and Administration (ASHRA) and the Deputy Assistant Secretary (DAS) for D&I continued to co-chair the Diversity and Inclusion in VA Council (DIVAC), which comprises senior executives, employee unions, and affinity groups.  Additionally, the DIVAC supported the Secretary’s Annual D&I Excellence Awards Program.  VA ODI also continued to lead an interagency work group that created the framework for the Diversity in Government (DIG) Council. The DIG Council was launched in May 2015.  The Council consists of senior level representation from all Cabinet-level departments and provides a forum for improving senior leadership collaboration on operational and strategic D&I issues.  The DAS for D&I also chairs, co-chairs, or serves as senior advisor to multiple VA-wide Boards including the VA Engagement Council, Training Leaders Council, Corporate Employee Development Board (CEDB), Performance Review Board, and Human Capital Management Board.
ORM recognizes exemplary efforts on the part of employees, managers, ADR neutrals, the Office of General Counsel (OGC), senior executives, ADR programs, and ADR committees/councils/forums in managing conflict and resolving workplace disputes and EEO complaints.  In April 2016, the Fifth Annual Secretary’s ADR Excellence Awards ceremony was held recognizing individuals and programs in all of the aforementioned categories.
The Under Secretary for Health (USH) is also strongly committed to EEO and diversity in the workforce and uses multiple approaches to demonstrate his commitment to an expanded EEO program.  The USH and VHA leadership embrace and promote EEO and diversity in the VHA workforce through fostering an environment of open, responsive, and proactive communication and holding Senior Executives accountable for their efforts related to EEO and diversity through their performance measures, and by implementing other policies to strengthen the message of the importance of EEO, diversity and inclusion.  VHA conducted EEO competency training for EEO Managers (both full-time and collateral duty) and additional collateral-duty and EEO staff (i.e., Special Emphasis Program Managers (SEPMs), EEO Specialists and EEO Assistants) who implemented EEO policy and program guidance at all VA Medical Centers (VAMCs).  The USH ensured that sufficient staffing and resources were available to operate the EEO program, as well as VHA’s ODI in an effective manner.  VHA also administers its own VHA D&I Subcommittee to address Administration-wide D&I issues.
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	VBA operates its own Office of Employee Engagement, Diversity & Inclusion to provide strategic oversight of issues in this area.  In FY 2016, VBA’s EEO Office reviewed, updated, and disseminated the following policies to VBA offices:  VA’s EEO Policy Statement, VA’s Prevention and Elimination of Harassment in the Workplace Policy, VA’s Prevention of Sexual Harassment Policy Statement, and VBA’s ADR Policy.  VBA’s EEO Office ensures EEO is a mandatory performance standard for all Senior Executive Service (SES) level managers.
VA’s Interim Under Secretary for Memorial Affairs (USMA) supported continued efforts to improve the overall workforce environment through a number of initiatives.  During FY 2016, as part of the MyVA Initiative, the Interim USMA continued to focus on opening the lines of communication with NCA employees to foster an environment of transparency and to improve NCA’s service and commitment to Veterans.  As part of that effort, the Interim USMA created a central email address where NCA employees could communicate directly with him and his staff.  He also produced brief videos to share special events and happenings that occurred at Central Office and in the field.  The Interim USMA also reminded employees how critical it is to embody VA values of Integrity, Commitment, Advocacy, Respect, and Excellence (ICARE) and to take the opportunity to complete the ICARE training.
Through awareness and training programs, NCA continued to educate supervisors and managers about barriers to employment and hiring challenges that IWTDs face.  

Additional accomplishments addressing demonstrated commitment from agency leadership are provided in Part H and I of this report.

INTEGRATION OF EEO INTO THE AGENCY’S STRATEGIC MISSION:  During FY 2016, ODI led efforts to update VA’s D&I Strategic Plan for FY 2017 – 2020.  Progress on the strategic objectives was reported to the Secretary and senior leadership.  The ASHRA, as the designated EEO Director, met regularly with the Secretary and Deputy Secretary on EEO and diversity issues.  Furthermore, the DAS for D&I participated in the Monthly Performance Review process, the ASHRA’s senior staff meetings, the Integrated Human Resources Management Board, quarterly HR statistics reviews, and leadership development oversight boards to ensure integration of EEO and diversity policies in Departmental operations.  ODI is a key participatory member on the Workforce Planning (WFP) Council ensuring that VA’s D&I Strategic Plan is embodied in all WFP initiatives and policies.      

During FY 2016 and in accordance with the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU), established in FY 2014, VA partnered with the African American Federal Executive Association (AAFEA), and the Asian American Government Executives Network (AAGEN) to host a Professional Development Workshop at VACO.  The goal was to promote the advancement of individuals from diverse backgrounds in the SES cadre through mentoring, networking, and knowledge-sharing.  The objectives were to motivate individuals of diverse backgrounds to pursue attaining opportunities in the SES cadre, provide insight into Executive Core Qualifications (ECQs), provide guidance on how to apply to a SES position, and promote and encourage mentoring relationships and networking.  A member of the SES cadre was on hand to provide keynote remarks and share their experience in attaining a SES position.  In addition, there was an overview of the ECQs and roundtable “flash” mentoring discussions between participants and guest general schedule (GS) 15 and SES mentors which allowed participants to network with mentors and each other.
In FY 2016, approximately 600 candidates applied to the CEDB to attend Federal leadership development programs.  A total of 137 applicants were selected.  The CEDB’s objective is to identify and nominate the best qualified employees from across VA to attend prescribed high-impact training and professional development programs/opportunities. The CEDB aims to develop a broad cadre of leaders who can help drive change, inform, shape strategic planning, and integrate policy at VA.

The VA National Diversity Internship Program (NDIP), administered by ODI, is a program that expands available recruitment sources to establish a diverse pipeline for VA’s workforce.  Through this program, VA sponsored 99 talented students from diverse institutions of postsecondary education in a variety of professional fields.
During FY 2016, VA hosted many training events with facilities focusing on learning how to explore opportunities, finding a right career path, and sharing the MyCareer@VA tool, VA Learning University’s (VALU) premiere career development resource, with others in their network.  The trainings offered practical advice to help VA employees strengthen their professional development skills.   

VHA incorporated EEO principles into its Workforce and Succession Strategic Plan, Operational Plan, and VA’s D&I FY 2017 – 2020 Strategic Plan.  VHA ODI supported and implemented various components of the VA D&I Plan. VHA ODI updated their 2014 – 2019 Strategic Plan, which reflects goals that complement and support EEO principles.  The Equal Employment Opportunity/Affirmative Employment Office (EEO/AEO) provided guidance to Senior Executives within VHA Central Office, the Veteran Integrated Service Networks (VISNs), and VAMCs.  The EEO/AEO met monthly with VISN Lead EEO Managers and quarterly with all VHA EEO Managers.  VHA EEO Managers had direct contact with senior leadership through various venues, including virtually via Adobe Connect/Live meetings, staff meetings, and emails. Senior leadership supported the achievement of the goals and objectives of the VHA EEO program.  VHA widely disseminated EEO policies through VHA’s expansive communication vehicles, which included the VHA EEO/AEO Web site, SharePoint, emails, conference calls, MS-Live training teleconferences, and quarterly communications with Senior Executives throughout the Administration.
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	VBA’s EEO Office made EEO and D&I training available to their employees, supervisors, and managers.  The training was available face-to-face and online via the Talent Management System (TMS).  Employees also had access to training sponsored by VALU.  VBA partnered with ODI on a new initiative entitled World Café.  This open forum discussion was conducted at the St. Louis Regional Office (RO) (one session), St. Louis Records Management Center (RMC) (two sessions) and Philadelphia RO (four sessions). 

NCA continued to keep the Interim USMA and other senior staff officials abreast of diversity initiatives and other EEO topics.  In FY 2016, 14 individuals were accepted into the Cemetery Director Intern Program with a graduation date in FY 2017; 100 percent of those accepted in the program were Veterans. This was the tenth intern cohort of GS-7s and 9s with a target to GS-11 as cemetery directors or assistant directors. The demographics of the interns were diverse and two-thirds were from within NCA. NCA continues to utilize hiring authorities such as Schedule A, the non-competitive Veterans hiring authority for Veterans with 30 percent disability, and the Veterans’ Recruitment Appointment to hire qualified candidates.  NCA hired sixty-one Veterans since implementing the Homelessness Apprenticeship Program in FY 2012; NCA hired nine Veterans during this FY, 58 percent are still employed and nine have been promoted beyond their entry level grade (wage grade (WG) 4).
During FY 2016, the Office of Information Technology (OI&T) Diversity Management Advisory Council (DMAC) teamed up with the National and VA Federal Asian Pacific American Council (FAPAC) to explore ways in which employees could contribute to resolving problems through parallel thinking.  The Chairperson of the DMAC completed the New IQ Master Game-Changer Course presented by OPM and recommended tools to strengthen the intelligence in harnessing new diverse ideas to help employees feel accepted, valued and recognized for their contributions.  

Additional accomplishments addressing integration of EEO into the Agency’s strategic mission are provided in Part H and I of this report.

MANAGEMENT AND PROGRAM ACCOUNTABILITY:  ODI conducted quarterly MD-715 progress review meetings with all Administrations, OI&T, and VACO and developed standard monthly diversity reports for distribution to VACO Staff Offices and the Administrations.  ODI performed six on-site EEO Technical Assistance Reviews (TARs) at selected field facilities.  The purpose was to analyze hires, separations, promotions, EEO complaints, and employee survey results systematically to identify potential EEO barriers and share best practices.  ODI continued to report EEO workforce statistics to the senior leadership through monthly and quarterly workforce diversity reports and briefings.  ODI also prepared and submitted the Department’s EEO status and plans to EEOC in accordance with MD-715.  VA continues to include mandatory performance elements in EEO and D&I in all SES and equivalent leaders performance plans. 
Additionally, ODI conducted seven national outreach events in collaboration with its affinity group partners to build a diverse and inclusive workforce in VA.
ODI continued to provide regular training on reasonable accommodations (RA) and Schedule A hiring.  ODI also provided centralized management of the RA Program.  VA participated in the Workforce Recruitment Program (WRP), which connects Federal employers with college students and recent graduates with disabilities.  In FY 2016, there were five WRP Schedule A hires during the WRP cycle.  Of these, two WRP interns were converted to a position leading to a permanent job within the Department.  WRP continues to serve as a Government-wide promising practice because it provides work experience opportunities for college students and recent graduates with disabilities to include Veterans; and supports Executive Order 13548 on “Increasing Federal Employment of Individuals with Disabilities,” and the VA’s three percent goal for hiring IWTDs.
VHA continues to rate Senior Executives against appropriate performance metrics consisting of six elements addressing a model EEO program.  These performance measures, coupled with the VHA EEO/AEO Quarterly Survey and EEO Program Status Report, allowed Senior Executives to identify systemic barriers to the Model EEO Program and create corrective action plans throughout the year. To help ensure program accountability VHA-wide, EEO/AEO participated in four program assessments.  In addition, VHA released Executive Career Field Performance Plans for VISN Lead EEO Managers and Field EEO Managers which incorporated their unique contributions to VHA’s mission.  VHA dedicated staff to coordinate the Federal Equal Opportunity Recruitment Program (FEORP), Selective Placement Program, and the Disabled Veterans Affirmative Action Program.  VISN 22 sponsored four Pathways Interns and converted them to permanent status.  Six EEO Technical Career Field (TCF) graduates from the 2014 class were successfully placed into EEO Specialist positions within VHA during FY 2016.  The 2015 Program has eight (8) trainees who have completed the first year of the program and continue to receive specific training as described in their IDP.  The 2016 Program hired nine trainees, who began their training between June and August of 2016.  EEO/AEO was approved to hire ten positions for the FY 2017 Program.  VHA steadily increased its representation of disabled Veterans through its Veterans Employment Coordination Service (VECS), which serves as a model for the President’s Executive Order on Veteran Employment Outreach.  The EEO/AEO also conducted quarterly surveys through its Dashboard system. 

The EEO/AEO survey encompassed the six essential elements of a comprehensive EEO program as described by EEOC’s MD-715. 
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	In FY 2016, VBA participated in ODI’s TARs to assess the effectiveness of its EEO programs.   TARs were conducted at the Milwaukee RO in August and the Waco RO in May.
NCA senior leaders continue to be evaluated on their efforts to ensure equality of opportunity for all employees.  These metrics are completed annually in conjunction with SES performance evaluations. Since these metrics were implemented, diversity metrics have continued to improve significantly in disability and targeted disability representation.  

During FY 2016, the NCA EEO Office met with the Training and Workforce Development team to discuss and evaluate career development opportunities for grade levels GS-5 through GS-13, the importance of IDPs, opportunities for shadowing assignments, detailing employees that participate in leadership development training to apply their newly learned skills, and other collaborative efforts to address other workforce challenges. Managers and supervisors continued to support the RA Program. During this fiscal year, EEO continued to hold conference calls with OGC, HR, Labor Relations/Employee Relations, Local Reasonable Accommodation Coordinators (LRACs), managers, supervisors, and employee representatives providing guidance to ensure the agency provided the best legal course of action. NCA provided over 60 requests for accommodations.
ORM initiated the “Beyond the Glass Doors” program. The newly appointed DAS provided presentations to senior leaders at the Senior Leader Course, for new executives, as well as through site visits on civil rights training and avoiding the pitfalls executives make.  Additionally, the DAS and Associate DAS attended several Leaders Developing Leaders (LDL) training sessions to discuss strategies to reduce EEO complaints.  The presentations included a review of findings and group discussions on how these types of findings can be avoided in the future. The participation rate for this important leadership training for managers was nearly 100 percent and approximately 94 percent for all VA employees.

Additional accomplishments addressing management and program accountability are provided in Part H and I of this report.

PROACTIVE PREVENTION OF UNLAWFUL DISCRIMINATION:   In FY 2016, ODI delivered 350 elective, virtual or face-to-face, learning events at VA facilities nationwide to over 13,979 VA employees addressing the following topics: bullying; generations; processing RA requests; VHA Support Service Center (VSSC); barrier analysis; lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender (LGBT); the inclusion paradigm; diversity and inclusion for new employees and new supervisors, conflict management and cultural competency.  ODI also issued the inaugural VA Guidance on Religious Expression and Exercise in VA Facilities and Property under VA’s control.  VA continues to excel with its mandatory biennial training programs: Prevention of Workplace Harassment/No FEAR training (workforce is 97 percent compliant); EEO, Diversity, and Conflict Management Training for Managers and Supervisors (supervisor and manager workforce is 91 percent compliant); Whistleblower Rights and Protection and Prohibited Personnel Practices Training (supervisor and manager workforce is 91 percent compliant).
VA has developed the background, overview, scope, and design details for the development of a new Web-based course on implicit bias and implicit association.  Due to the current restructuring of VALU, the production task is contingent on funding availability in FY 2019.  VA ODI proposed and obtained approval of a concept using the internationally recognized collaboration model of the World Café to initiate a race-relations dialogue.  The pilot session in VACO occurred on December 8, 2015 with very positive results.  Subsequently a combined 14 sessions of “Gateway to Race Relations World Café Dialogue” were facilitated.  Two sessions were held at the VBA St. Louis RMC on April 28, 2016.  Four sessions were held at the VBA Philadelphia RO in conjunction with their LDL program on July 19-20, 2016.  One session of 18 management and 18 union representatives was facilitated at the VBA St. Louis RO on August 23, 2016.  One session of employees and managers was held at the VHA Vancouver, WA Medical Center on September 21, 2016 and one session at the VHA Portland Medical Center on September 22, 2016.  Four sessions were held at the VHA Detroit Medical Center on September 27-28, 2016 with two sessions facilitated as interagency sessions combined with the Food and Drug Administration (FDA), Social Security Administration, the Transportation Security Administration and employees at Wayne State University.  All sessions produced extremely positive results and this dialogue model will be continued throughout FY 2017 in nationwide VA facilities.  The FDA, having attended the interagency sessions, reached out to VBA leadership and developed a partnership with their Office of Operations to share resource space for future events in nationwide locations.
VA published 12 issues of the Diversity and Inclusion newsletter, six editions of NewsLink and six editions of Diversity News videos for FY 2016.

After consultation with EEOC, VA created the framework for a new AHO, which stood up in ORM in December 2015.  During FY 2016, AHO developed and implemented an electronic case management system to record, track, monitor and report incidents of harassment throughout the VA. The process initiates with the AHO main office at VACO, and utilizes a network of collateral duty, anti-harassment coordinators (AHCs) from within the Administrations and staff offices to serve as core practitioners for the program. VA staff is able to utilize a toll-free line to report incidents of harassment to ORM’s Resolution Support Center staff.   ORM collaborated with the Administrations and staff offices to prepare an AHO directive and handbook. Training on the new office has begun and will continue throughout FY 2017.
AHO also created a web site to provide all employees information about the office and how to report incidents of harassment. Fact sheets and frequently asked questions may be accessed at: http://vaww.va.gov/ORM/AHO.asp.
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	In FY 2016, ORM continued to offer Conflict Management and Mediation Training to senior executives, managers, supervisors, employees, and union officials.  The training is designed to accomplish two objectives; (1) prevent workplace disputes and EEO complaints by helping the VA workforce identify the causes of conflict and work through disagreements and differences of opinion at the lowest level using constructive behaviors that de-escalate conflict situations, and (2) familiarize the workforce with the mediation process so when conflict cannot be managed and escalates into a workplace dispute or EEO complaint, individuals will consider and use mediation and be well-prepared to achieve a positive and productive outcome. ORM delivered 17 3-day and 1-day training sessions in FY 2016 to 433 participants of which 99 percent reported the sessions as highly effective.
In addition to the Conflict Management and Mediation training, ORM trained 590 employees in ADR Awareness, Basic Mediation Skills, and Communication Skills.  ORM provided quarterly briefings to new employees and supervisors in VACO on ADR and EEO.  ORM trained VHA EEO Program Managers on the role of ORM, their responsibilities as EEO program managers, and settlement compliance monitoring. ORM trains VA employees to serve as collateral-duty mediators.  These neutrals are shared among VA facilities to mediate workplace disputes and prevent EEO complaints.  In FY 2016, ORM had 251 trained VA employees as collateral-duty mediators. Additionally, VA certified and/or recertified 72 neutrals. 

ORM conducted six Conflict Assessments in FY 2016, to explore workplace conflict, and to provide a picture of the organization that helped leadership respond more effectively to workplace issues.  These assessments were offered as another tool to determine areas in which proactive measures may resolve disputes at the earliest opportunity, the Assessments provided leadership with in-depth, confidential feedback regarding employee concerns, root cause analysis of problem areas, and customized suggestions for resolutions.

In FY 2016, ORM also conducted 296 hours of training for 393 individuals related to 35 findings of discrimination.  

ORM continued to provide tools and resources to senior executives, managers, supervisors, and employees on the EEO complaint and ADR process.  In FY 2016, ORM released a trend data report that compared informal filings rates, formal filings rates, ADR participation, and informal resolution rates for FY 2014 to FY 2015.  ORM conducted site visits to locations with higher than average filing rates such as VHA VISNs 7 and 9.  These engagements with leadership, HR, Agency attorneys, and program managers included training and discussion of strategies to address the claims that most frequently result in findings of discrimination; (1) harassment, (2) retaliation, and (3) RA.  In FY 2016, VA’s EEO Director released guidance on stay away/no contact orders, retaliation, cooperation in the EEO process, and legally compliant vacancy announcements for positions with physical requirements. 

VHA took measures to prevent unlawful discrimination through a variety of activities to promote EEO and the acceptance of diversity.  During FY 2016, EEO/AEO personnel provided training to managers and supervisors upon request.  EEO/AEO also provided training to ten VHA Central Office program offices.  Monthly training sessions were held for EEO Managers. The EEO/AEO personnel conducted a total of 29 unique training sessions in FY 2016 for EEO professionals and other stakeholders (i.e., workforce planners, HR Management Staff, Education Coordinators, SEPMs, etc.).  EEO/AEO dispersed quarterly reports on ADR and targeted disabilities metrics which identified strategies for enhancement in order to keep the VISN and medical center directors abreast of their progress towards meeting FY 2016 goals.  VHA ODI staff also supported the EEO Training Institute by conducting classes on Unconscious Bias, Micro-Inequities, The New VA Inclusion Quotient (IQ), and Generational Diversity in the Workplace.  
Mandatory RA training continued to be provided to all VBA directors, supervisors, LRACs, and EEO managers through two online training modules, a two-hour video, “Conversation with Lawyers:  Reasonable Accommodation;” and a six-minute training, “Compliance Impact:  Reasonable Accommodation” that provided the legal requirements of RA and the stages of the RA process.
During FY 2016, the NCA EEO office continued to work closely with the coordinators and the Director of the AHO to address allegations of a hostile work environment in a timelier manner.  This provided NCA an opportunity to address these types of allegations from the onset to correct the behavior more efficiently.  Further, NCA’s leadership participated in the mandatory EEO, Diversity & Inclusion, and Conflict Management training with a 97.12 percent completion rate.  This course reinforced knowledge and skills acquired throughout the year, enabling managers to address challenging issues and improve the workplace climate.  Management also participated in other EEO related training and pre-mediation discussions which are paramount to addressing and resolving both EEO and Non-EEO concerns.
OI&T appointed an AHC to prevent and eliminate harassment issues regardless of whether the harassing conduct violates the law.  OI&T also has an active RA program located in the Human Capital Management Employee Relations office.
Additional accomplishments addressing proactive prevention of unlawful discrimination are provided in Part H and I of this report.
EFFICIENCY:  ORM tracked EEO complaint processing for each stage of the EEO complaint process from the initial, informal contact through closure.  ORM continued to process counseling sessions below the requisite 30 days (24 days in FY 2016) and completed the informal complaint process when ADR was elected on an average of 66 days, well below the EEOC requirement of 90 calendar days.  Un-amended investigations in FY 2016 were processed on an average of 197 days (ORM employees completed 371 investigations and issued un-amended cases in an average of 172 days. Contractors completed 417 investigations and issued un-amended cases in an average of 219 days).
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	At the end of FY 2016, 35 percent (2 percent decrease from FY 2015) of OEDCA’s pending cases were older than 60 days.

ORM’s ADR program has had an extremely positive impact on the efficiency of VA’s EEO program nationwide, with ADR being offered in 99 percent of all informal EEO complaints.  The ADR election rate of informal EEO complaints in which both VA and the aggrieved person agree to participate in ADR increased to 61 percent.  ADR is used for both EEO and non-EEO disputes with very positive results:

VA estimates that without early intervention, approximately 50 percent of the non-EEO disputes could become EEO complaints.  
ORM provided all VA Administrations access to the EEO, Diversity, and ADR Dashboard.  This Dashboard is used to monitor and identify the status of EEO complaints, the complaint resolution process, and other information/data necessary to analyze complaint activity and historical trends.   
In FY 2016, ORM engaged the EEOC about developing/procuring a new case management system and exploring the potential for integration and linkage with the EEOCs Federal Sector Portal (FEDSEP).  The benefits of such a system would be to reduce the time and cost of file and document transmissions between VA and EEOC, improve customer service by allowing real time status of case information for complainants and their representatives, and streamlining end of year reporting.  These efforts will be ongoing in FY 2017.
Also in FY 2016, ORM collaborated with the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) to streamline its toll free EEO services. The changes made resulted in an annual cost savings of $200K, aggrieved persons receiving consistent information on the EEO process from ORM, ORM being able to track and immediately reply to all incoming calls, and allows EEO counselors to spend more time counseling and resolving complaints assigned to them.
In FY 2016, ORM engaged in the Secretary of VA’s LDL initiative.  Two hundred thirty-seven ORM employees attended LDL sessions which focused on ORM’s mission, how each employee connects to the mission, and solicited their ideas for improving our processes.  As a result, 29 changes were implemented and 25 more were pending implementation/review by the end of FY 2016.  ORM leaders and managers also developed LDL projects designed to make our EEO and ADR processes more efficient and effective.  Examples of changes and projects include; using data science to develop a site and cost analytic for complaint processing, automating the process for investigators to receive documents from VA facilities, issuing written interrogatories after the case has been accepted and before an investigator is assigned, developing an “It’s On Us” campaign as noted in EEOC’s 2016 Report on Harassment to reduce instances of harassment and bullying, realigning 0260 series positions from VA Administrations and staff offices to under the EEO Director, and reviewing ways to address the EEO Director’s dual role as Chief Human Capital Officer.
In FY 2016, VBA experienced 171 EEO complaints (formal and informal).  The participation rate in ADR was 51 percent.  VBA's total cost avoidance was estimated at $450 million.  Utilization of ADR throughout VBA contributed to an overall cost avoidance of $1,717,000 compared to $450,000.00 in FY 2015.  The difference between FY 2015 and FY 2016 is a savings of $1,267,000.
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	In FY 2016, NCA experienced a filing of 44 informal complaints and 63.64 percent (39) of the mediations of these complaints were completed.  NCA’s ADR program is vital to the overall workforce.  In addressing workforce concerns from workplace disputes to EEO complaints, NCA developed ADR training to focus not only on the benefits of mediation but providing the tools to both management and employees to address conflict as early as possible.  This training addresses communication, trust, respect and the importance of a diverse and inclusive work environment.  This fiscal year, NCA’s ADR participation rate decreased from 63.41 percent from the previous fiscal year to 59.09 percent.  NCA recognizes that complaint activity has increased for FY 2016; however, NCA is working diligently to reduce the number of complaints filed by 15 percent.  To accomplish this goal, NCA partnered with the Federal Mediation Conciliation Services (FMCS) to provide this training across the country at all national cemeteries.  For FY 2017, 12 cemeteries have been identified to receive this training.  Additionally, NCA’s EEO office received several requests from cemetery directors to conduct various training and climate assessments to address issues to improve the work environment.  These requests show that managers and supervisors are engaging in proactive measures to improve their overall workforce environment.  These assessments are planned to be conducted in FY 2017 – FY 2018.
Additional accomplishments addressing efficiency are provided in Part H and I of this report.

RESPONSIVENESS AND LEGAL COMPLIANCE:  ODI, ORM, OEDCA, the Office of Human Resources Management (OHRM), and the Administrations share responsibility for responsiveness and legal compliance in the area of EEO.  In FY 2016, ORM continued to monitor compliance with findings of discrimination and reported compliance to EEOC.  ORM played a lead role in conducting training ordered in these cases and in reviewing decisions on whether or not to take disciplinary action against a responsible management official (RMO).  In FY 2014, the ASHRA issued guidance on the documentation required by VA Administrations and staff offices when discipline was to be considered in an effort to ensure greater accountability of management officials when discrimination was found.  As a result, the number of cases where discipline was taken has increased, ensuring discrimination does not recur.

ORM also revised its settlement agreement templates to better account for the Defense Finance and Accounting Service’s (DFAS) role in certain actions such as back pay and restoration of leave and secured OGC’s agreement to conduct legal sufficiency reviews of all settlements involving EEO complaints prior to execution of the agreement.  These steps are intended to ensure compliance and prevent breach allegations.

ORM issued guidance to its employees on two areas where dismissals were being reversed by EEOC; (1) contact with Administration EEO officials, and (2) use of electronic service delivery to issue the Notice of Right to File. By taking these actions, ORM expects to increase compliance with the 1614.107 dismissal authorities.

Finally, ORM implemented Interagency Agreements with other Federal agencies to process conflict of interest cases.  These steps ensure VA’s compliance with MD-110 and provide for neutral and impartial processing of complaints involving ORM employees and individuals in the EEO Director’s chain of command.
VHA has an active ADR program with a 100 percent offer rate for EEO cases.  Mediation may be utilized for all workplace disputes, not just EEO complaints.  For FY 2016, the ADR program alone provided VHA an estimated cost avoidance of more than $22 million.  
VHA has been a vigorous proponent of MD-715 since it was published and continues to improve and lead the government in the area of workforce analysis for EEO reporting purposes.  ODI developed the first government software for producing the tables and analytic tools, and made the software available for free to other agencies.
In FY 2016, VBA had two findings of discrimination.  Of these findings, one was based on disability discrimination and one was based on color.  Each finding of discrimination was thoroughly reviewed to ensure compliance with orders issued by the EEOC and FADs.  Additionally, terms and provisions of settlement agreements were performed within the specified timeframes, with the exception of one breach that was remedied.

Additional accomplishments addressing responsiveness and legal compliance are provided in Part H and I of this report.
Workforce Composition

As the second largest Cabinet-level executive department, VA is proud to be one of the most diverse agencies in the Federal Government.  The Relevant Civilian Labor Force (RCLF)
 is the benchmark against which we measure the diversity of our workforce.  Compared to the RCLF, VA’s workforce is at or above the RCLF representation in all areas except for White and Hispanic males and Hispanic females.  While the overall representation of most demographic groups increased in FY 2016, the 
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	proportional representation of Hispanic males increased marginally from 3.16 percent to 3.19 percent.  The proportional representation of Hispanic females increased from 3.61 percent to 3.63 percent.  Also, the proportional representation of White males decreased from 24.46 percent to 24.19 percent.
Figure 1 depicts VA’s current onboard representation as compared to the Civilian Labor Force (CLF) and RCLF.

(Permanent and Temporary)
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CLF includes all occupations and RCLF is limited to VA occupations in VA proportions.  The CLF consists of all U.S. citizens 16 years of age and over, excluding those in the Armed Forces, who are employed or unemployed and seeking employment in all U.S. occupations.  The CLF does not include Puerto Rico or other U.S. territories.  The RCLF consists of all U.S. citizens 16 years of age and over, excluding those in the Armed Forces, who are employed in or unemployed and seeking employment in VA specific occupations.  When the organization has a presence in Puerto Rico, the population of Puerto Rico is included.
We look at net change in order to determine whether the groups with low participation rates are increasing at the same rate or higher than the net change for the total VA workforce.  The net change for the total VA workforce in FY 2016 was 2.47 percent, or 8,947 employees.  At the end of FY 2016, VA’s workforce totaled 370,893 employees, including 19,486 temporary employees
.
White males and females, and American Indian or Alaska Native males and females have a net change/growth rate below that of the overall workforce.  White males had a less than expected participation rate (compared with the RCLF) and experienced a growth rate of 1.35 percent.  White females, American Indian or Alaska Native males and females experienced growth rates of 1.70 percent, 2.16 percent and 1.05 percent, respectively and still exceeded their expected representation.  VA will continue to place special emphasis on outreach and retention efforts for Hispanic males and females, and White males given that they fall below their expected representation.  Table 4 provides the net changes for the total workforce by Race, Ethnicity, and Gender (REG) group.

Targeted Disabilities

In addition to examining the workforce by REG, we also reviewed the data for IWTDs
.  The representation of IWTD (permanent and temporary) decreased from 2.16 percent in FY 2015 to 2.14 percent in FY 2016, the highest among all cabinet level departments.  The net change for this group’s population was 1.91 percent, compared to 2.53 percent for the total VA workforce.  Permanent employees with targeted disabilities decreased from 2.17 percent in FY 2015 to 2.16 percent of the VA permanent workforce in FY 2016.  VA will continue to monitor the onboard and hiring statistics for IWTDs, monthly, as a performance metric and to determine if VA policy goals for IWTDs should be adjusted to higher goals starting in FY 2018.  Approximately 65 percent of VA’s employees with targeted disabilities are Veterans.

According to Figure 2, from FY 2015 to FY 2016, there was an increase in IWTDs who self-identified as having a psychiatric disability.  Individuals with psychiatric disabilities grew at a rate of 4.61 percent and are the largest component (62.10 percent) of IWTDs.  The number of employees who identified as having a psychiatric disability increased from 4,725 in FY 2015 to 4,943 in FY 2016.  This group also had the highest involuntary separation rate of all IWTD groups.  Many of these employees are disabled Veterans.  The separation rate for permanent IWTDs is of particular concern.  Although they represented 2.17 percent of the permanent workforce at the beginning of FY 2016, their voluntary separation rate during the fiscal year was 2.98 percent, and their involuntary separation rate was 8.36 percent.  This high separation rate does impact VA’s efforts to maintain its two percent or higher onboard goal for IWTDs.

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The Secretary is committed to maintaining the two percent onboard goal and the three percent hiring goal for this group.  Further corrective strategies will focus on:  1) Developing or procuring a replacement enterprise-wide IT solution for the Reasonable Accommodations Compliance System (RACS) that is consistent with VA’s requirements and budget constraints; 2) Continuing to train HR and managers on the use of Schedule A and VA’s RA procedures; and 3) Improving advancement opportunities as part of a retention strategy.

Diversity and Inclusion Indices

The Diversity Index and Inclusion Index (rebranded by OPM as the IQ) provide leadership with the capability to quickly view how well their D&I program is performing versus relying on a series of 28 analytical tables and employment survey results to interpret.  The Diversity Index measures the convergence of an organization’s aggregate workforce representation by REG with the CLF or RCLF, as applicable.  The metric can be expanded to include other dimensions such as age and disability once baselines are established.  The algorithm calculates the aggregate mean of the ratios of an agency’s workforce representation by REG with the corresponding representation in the RCLF or CLF.  The result is a single metric on a scale of 0 to 100 percent, reflecting an organization’s overall diversity.  Where appropriate, the algorithm is applied to the RCLF to isolate the qualified relevant labor force.  This method provides a more appropriate, efficient metric to gauge Federal workforce diversity.  An index value of 100 percent means the organization’s diversity aligns perfectly with the RCLF or CLF.  VA’s monthly Diversity Index has remained relatively steady over the last decade and is provided in Figure 3.  Note:  This index currently focuses on REG and does not track the disability aspect of diversity.

VA’s Inclusion Index is a measure of organizational inclusion based on employee responses to empirically validated items in the Federal Employee Viewpoint Survey (FEVS).  It is calculated as the ratio of the total favorable responses to the total responses utilizing OPM’s weighted survey results.  In FY 2013, OPM adopted VA’s methodology to measure workforce inclusion for the entire Federal Government and rebranded it as the IQ.  VA’s IQ increased slightly in FY 2016 and is provided in Table 5.

Barrier Analysis

The EEOC guidance regarding barriers to full participation refers to the indication of a possible barrier as a “trigger.”  VA has identified six primary triggers in its barrier analysis, which are addressed in Part I of this report.  VA is able to track and report on its barrier analyses and the impact of corrective strategies through its Web-based workforce data system, VSSC.  In order to fully integrate VA’s D&I Strategic Plan goals with Administration operations, ODI embedded the Department-wide goals into the objectives of the MD-715 Part I Plans.  This was done to ensure that field components assume some accountability for Departmental goals because their EEO offices do not report directly to ODI.  While the goals are Department-wide, subcomponent organizations were encouraged to identify and address their organization-specific triggers in their Part I Plans.  This was communicated through quarterly Microsoft Lync Web-based technical assistance meetings with field entities to assist them in the development of their organization-specific EEO Plans.
The six triggers identified in Part I are:

1. Less than expected participation for Hispanics:  Compared with their respective RCLF, Hispanic males and females had less than expected participation in the VA workforce.  In VA, Hispanic males represent 3.19 percent of the permanent and temporary workforce and Hispanic females represent 3.63 percent, whereas Hispanic males represent 8.77 percent of the RCLF and 5.17 percent of the CLF and Hispanic females represent 6.11 percent and 4.79 percent, respectively.  The 
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	net change for Hispanic males (3.26 percent) and females (3.13 percent) is above the net change for the total workforce (2.47 percent), meaning that Hispanic males and females are growing at a rate greater than that of the total workforce.  This less than expected participation trickles down to the Administration level (VHA, VBA, and NCA) and to VACO.  A more detailed analysis is provided in Part I of this report.  
2. Less than expected participation for White males:  Compared to the respective RCLF, White males had less than expected participation in the VA workforce.  White males are 24.19 percent (73.77 percent of the RCLF of 32.79 percent) of the permanent and temporary workforce.  This less than expected participation trickles down to VHA.  A more detailed analysis is provided in Part I of this report.
3. Less than expected hiring rate for White females:  Compared to their participation in the RCLF, White females fell below their expected hiring rate when looking at hires to GS-3 through GS-15 positions.  The hiring rate of White females to these positions was 31.48 percent compared to their participation in the RCLF of 33.60 percent.  A more detailed analysis is provided in Part I of this report.

4. Less than expected promotion rates for White females, Black females, Asian males and females, Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander males, and American Indian or Alaska Native females:  White, Black, and Asian females experienced low promotion rates at the entry level (grades 3 thru 8) and the journeyman level (grades 9 thru 12) when compared to the overall promotion rate at those levels.  Asian males experienced low promotion rates at the entry and senior level (grades 13 thru 15).  Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander males and American Indian or Alaska Native females experienced low promotion rates at the entry, journeyman, and senior levels.  A more detailed analysis is provided in Part I of this report.
5. High volume of discrimination complaints:  VA’s informal rate decreased from 1.43 percent to 1.32 percent from FY 2015 to 2016 (slightly higher than the government-wide average of 1.10 percent); and the formal filing rate increased from 0.66 percent to 0.70 percent (higher than the government-wide average of 0.50 percent).  In FY 2016, the number of findings of discrimination for VA increased (33 in FY 2015 and 35 in FY 2016).  Retaliation, disability, and sex were the most prevalent bases of discrimination in those findings.  A more detailed analysis is provided in Part I of this report.
6. Less than expected participation in the SES Cadre (permanent):  With the exception of White, Black, American Indian or Alaska Native males, and males identifying with two or more races, all the other REG groups fall below their expected representation.  The representation of White men (45.39 percent) did not change from the previous year and is almost double the expected representation (22.77 percent).  It most likely serves as the catalyst for the less than expected representation for the other demographic groups.

· VA will continue to encourage resolution of complaints likely to result in findings of discrimination, utilize mechanisms that allow facilities to track progress in EEO/ADR, encourage resolution of EEO complaints at the informal stage, and identify and address any process or systemic issues at facilities where findings of discrimination have been made.  

· VA will create a list of SES diversity best practices by utilizing information from other agencies and using data to benchmark VA progress.

· VA ODI will continue to issue updated guidance on hiring/promoting and RA to the Selective Placement Coordinators and the LRACs.

· VA ODI will solicit membership for a disability employment committee to address disability employment issues.
· VA ODI will continue facilitating “Gateway to Race Relations World Café Dialogue” sessions.

VA experienced less than expected participation for Hispanic males and females (HMs and HFs, respectively) when compared to the RCLF and the CLF.  This less than expected participation, when compared to the RCLF, trickled down to the Administration level (VHA, VBA and NCA) and to VACO.

	BARRIER ANALYSIS 1: 

Provide a description of the steps taken and data analyzed to determine cause of the condition.
	The first indication of a possible barrier was the disparity in the participation rate of HMs and HFs in VA as indicated in Workforce Data Table A1.  Within VA, HMs represented 3.19 percent of the permanent and temporary workforce and HFs represented 3.63 percent, whereas HMs represented 8.77 percent of the RCLF and 5.17 percent of the CLF and HFs represented 6.11 percent and 4.79 percent, respectively.  The RCLF for nursing and allied health care fields is statistically weighted towards women.  Because VA’s workforce is heavily concentrated in these fields, VA has a higher benchmark to reach in order to achieve parity.  The net change for HMs (3.26 percent) and HFs (3.13 percent) was above the net change for the total workforce (2.47 percent), meaning that HMs and HFs were growing at a rate above that of the total workforce.
In VHA, HMs represented 3.12 percent of the permanent and temporary workforce and HFs represented 3.77 percent, whereas HMs represented 8.84 percent of the RCLF and HFs represented 6.10 percent.  The net change for HMs (3.16 percent) and HFs (3.20 percent) in VHA was above the net change for VHA’s total workforce (2.62 percent), meaning that both HMs and HFs were growing at a rate above that of VHA’s total workforce.
In VBA, HMs represented 3.13 percent of the permanent and temporary workforce and HFs represented 2.80 percent, whereas HMs represented 4.09 percent of the RCLF and HFs represented 7.25 percent.  The net change for HMs (4.69 percent) and HFs (2.14 percent) in VBA was above the net change for VBA’s total workforce (1.19 percent), meaning that HMs and HFs were growing at a rate above that of VBA’s total workforce.  

In NCA, HMs represented 8.04 percent of the permanent and temporary workforce and HFs represented 1.98 percent, whereas HMs represented 10.51 percent of the RCLF and HFs represented 4.99 percent.  However, the net change for HMs in NCA (-0.66 percent) was below the net change for NCA’s total workforce (1.30 percent) while HFs in NCA (15.63 percent) were above it; which means HMs were not growing at a rate above that of NCA’s total workforce while HFs were above the rate.  A negative net change means that the total workforce decreased since FY 2015.
In VACO, HFs represented 1.83 percent of the permanent and temporary workforce and 4.82 percent of the RCLF.  The net change for VACO HFs (0.42 percent) was below the net change for VACO’s total workforce (0.99 percent), meaning that HFs were growing at a rate below that of the total workforce.  The less than expected participation VA-wide prompted a review of Tables A4-1, A6, A8, and A14.

Table A4-1 revealed less than expected participation in the following permanent GS grades for HMs when compared to their participation in the total permanent workforce (2.93 percent):  GS-8 (HM: 2.78 percent), GS-11 (HM: 2.25 percent), GS-12 (HM: 2.51 percent), GS-13 (HM: 1.85 percent), and GS-14 (HM: 2.17 percent).  Table A4-1 also revealed less than expected participation in the following permanent GS grades for HFs when compared to their participation in the total permanent workforce (3.86 percent):  GS-2 (HF: 0.97 percent), GS-10 (HF: 2.82 percent), GS-12 (HF: 3.45 percent), GS-13 (HF: 2.98 percent), GS-14 (HF: 2.07 percent), and GS-15 (HF: 2.21 percent).  Further analysis of applicant flow data of HMs and HFs at the identified grades is necessary to pinpoint any potential barriers.
A review of Table A6 revealed a less than expected participation rate for HMs for 15 (Human Resources Management, Equal Employment Opportunity, Miscellaneous Administration and Program, Program Management, Financial Administration and Program, Medical Officer, Medical Technologist, Pharmacist, Medical Records Technician, General Attorney, Legal Assistant, General Business and Industry, Loan Specialist, Criminal Investigating, and Cemetery Caretaking) out of 28 identified major occupations in the permanent workforce.  A review of Table A6 revealed a less than expected participation rate for HFs for 21 (Police, Social Science, Human Resources Management, Miscellaneous Administration and Program, Program Management, Financial Administration and Program, Practical Nurse, Nursing Assistant, Diagnostic Radiologic Technologist, Medical Records Technician, General Attorney, Legal Assistance, Veterans Claims Examining, Claims Assistance and Examining, General Business and Industry, Loan Specialist, Appraising, Cemetery Administration, Criminal Investigating, Information Technology Management, and Cemetery Caretaking) out of 28 identified major occupations in the permanent workforce.
Table A8 revealed that the hiring rate in the permanent and temporary workforce for HMs (3.12 percent) was below their representation in the RCLF (8.83 percent) and the hiring rate for HFs (3.27 percent) was below their representation in the RCLF (6.18 percent).  Further analysis of applicant flow data is necessary to isolate the barrier(s).

We also reviewed promotion rates for HMs and HFs.  HFs experienced low promotion rates at the entry level (grades 3 thru 8), journeyman level (grades 9 thru 12), and senior level (grades 13 thru 15) when compared to the overall promotion rate at each level.  The promotion rate for HFs at the entry level was 13.09 percent while the overall promotion rate at the entry level was 13.53 percent.  The promotion rate for HFs at the journeyman level was 22.98 percent while the overall promotion rate at the journeyman level was 23.53 percent.  The promotion rate for HFs at the senior level was 4.99 percent while the overall promotion rate at the senior level was 5.67 percent.  

HMs experienced low promotion rates at the entry and senior levels when compared to the overall promotion rate at each level.  The promotion rate for HMs at the entry level was 13.90 percent.  The promotion rate for HMs at the senior level was 5.31 percent.

The above analysis of the promotion rates was inclusive of competitive and non-competitive promotions and excluded the medical and WG occupations.
In reviewing Table A14, HMs had a separation rate (3.27 percent) in the permanent workforce higher than their workforce participation rate (3.23 percent).  HMs also had a high involuntary separation rate of 3.92 percent when compared to their workforce participation rate.  HFs had a separation rate (3.00 percent) lower than their workforce participation rate (3.66 percent).

VA experienced less than expected participation for White males (WMs) when compared to the RCLF and the CLF.  This less than expected participation trickled down to the Administration level (VHA).
* This barrier statement is included in Part I because the statistics revealed a trigger due to less than expected representation on WMs. However, in light of limited resources, VA is focusing on those historically underrepresented groups. 

	BARRIER ANALYSIS 2:

	The first indication of a possible barrier was the disparity in the participation rate of WMs in VA as indicated in Workforce Data Table A1.  In VA, WMs represented 24.19 percent of the permanent and temporary workforce, whereas WMs represented 32.79 percent of the RCLF and 38.33 percent of the CLF.  The net change for WMs (1.35 percent) was below the net change for the total workforce (2.47 percent), meaning that WMs were growing at a rate below that of the total workforce.
In VHA, WMs represented 22.88 percent of the permanent and temporary workforce, whereas WMs represented 32.82 percent of the RCLF.  The net change for WMs in VHA (1.36 percent) was below the net change for VHA’s total workforce (2.62 percent), meaning that WMs were growing at a rate below that of VHA’s total workforce.  The less than expected participation VA-wide prompted a review of Tables A4-1, A6, A8 and A14.  

Table A4-1 revealed less than expected participation in the following permanent GS grades for WMs when compared to their participation in the total permanent workforce (22.77 percent):  GS-3 (WM: 17.92 percent), GS-4 (WM: 19.32 percent), GS-5 (WM: 15.07 percent), GS-6 (WM: 15.85 percent), GS-7 (WM: 21.05 percent), GS-8 (WM: 18.63 percent), and GS-11 (WM: 18.89 percent).  Further analysis of applicant flow of WMs at the identified grades is necessary to pinpoint any potential barriers that may exist.

A review of Table A6 revealed a less than expected participation rate for 14 (Police, Social Science, Human Resources Management, Equal Employment Opportunity, Miscellaneous Administration and Program, Management and Program Analysis, Financial Administration and Program, Medical Officer, Pharmacist, General Attorney, Legal Assistance, Loan Specialist, Appraising, and Criminal Investigating) out of 28 identified major occupations in the permanent workforce.  

Table A8 revealed that the hiring distribution for WMs (23.71 percent) was below their representation in the RCLF (32.47 percent).  Further analysis of applicant flow data is necessary to pinpoint any potential barriers.  However, further analysis revealed WMs hired in the GS-13 to 15 positions were exceeding their RCLF.  Representation of WMs hired at GS-3 to GS-8 positions was 21 percent and representation of WMs hired at the GS-9 to GS-12 positions was at 30.46 percent which was far below the WMs RCLF of 32.47 percent.
In reviewing Table A14, WMs had a voluntary (27.41 percent) and involuntary separation rate (26.72 percent) in the permanent workforce that was higher than their workforce participation rate (24.24 percent).  Further analysis revealed that the top reason for WMs voluntarily separating from VA was resignation and the top reason for WMs involuntarily separating was termination during probation period.

The high voluntary separation rate for WMs prompted a review of exit surveys.  In FY 2016, WMs made up 24.00 percent of those who completed the survey.  The top four reasons stated for leaving VA among WMs that completed the survey were normal retirement (22.08 percent), advancement – unique opportunity elsewhere (16.93 percent), advancement – lack of opportunity, etc. (10.40 percent), and relocation with spouse (6.53 percent).  After leaving VA, 20.42 percent stated they were transferring to a position in another Federal agency, and 18.98 percent stated they were planning to take a position in private industry or going into business for their self.  Also, WMs were not generally satisfied with the number of opportunities for promotion.  Only 38.63 percent of WMs responded positively to that question.
Further analysis determined that WMs had been falling below their expected representation for the past 8 years at least due to the incorrectly computed RCLF baseline.  The RCLF baseline was corrected during FY 2016.

	BARRIER ANALYSIS 6:

	The benchmark for comparing the SES cadre is the participation rates for the entire permanent workforce (non-WG).  WFs represented 31.09 percent which was below its baseline of 37.02 percent.  BFs represented 5.87 percent, which was below the respective baseline of 16.09 percent.  HMs and HFs represented 2.64 percent and 0.88 percent, respectively, which were below their respective baselines of 2.93 percent and 3.86 percent.

AMs and AFs were represented at 1.17 percent and 1.17 percent, respectively, in the SES cadre, which was below their benchmarks of 2.92 percent and 4.98 percent.  There were no NHOPIMs and Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander females (NHOPIFs) in the SES cadre.  The benchmark was 0.14 percent and 0.20 percent, respectively.  AIANFs represented 0.59 percent in the SES cadre which was below the benchmark of 0.97 percent.

American Indian or Alaska Native males (AIANMs) represented about 0.59 percent of the SES population exceeding its benchmark of 0.55 percent.

In the VA SES cadre, WMs represented 48.39 percent (3 percent increase from FY 2015) and this was more than double the benchmark of 22.77 percent.  This is a trigger which could account for the less than expected participation rates for most of the other demographic groups. 

Similarly, WMs represented about 60 percent (18 of 30) of the SES appointments, which was more than double the benchmark of 22.77 percent.  WFs were next and represented 30 percent (9 of 30 appointments) of the SES appointments.  

WMs represented 43.59 percent (34 of 78) of the SES separations. WFs represented 39.74 percent (31 of 78) of the SES separations.  Separations of Blacks, Hispanics, Asian, and Native American/ Alaska Native were 5.13 percent, 6.41 percent, 2.56 percent, and 1.28 percent respectively.

Other benchmarks, such as the GS-14 & 15 benchmark, and the immediate feeder pool for SES positions, should be considered as well.  When determining whether triggers exist with respect to participation rates in a particular segment of the workforce, the proper comparison is between the participation rate of a particular group in that segment (target group) and the corresponding availability in the population from which the target is most likely to come.  For FY 2016, SES vacancies were filled from internal and external sources, roughly in a 70/30 mix respectively.  In addition, an “upward mobility” benchmark (using 21 major occupations that have upward mobility to reach grade GS-15) can be used to provide a more inclusive view of VA’s employee advancement potential.

Further analysis with the additional benchmarks revealed that WMs and American Indian or Alaska Natives were the only groups whose participation rates exceeded the corresponding availability in all of the benchmarks (permanent workforce, GS-14 and 15 benchmark and upward mobility benchmark).  HFs, BFs, NHOPIMs and NHOPIFs, and AIANFs in the SES fell below their corresponding availability in all the benchmarks.  Inference from these triggers suggests the presence of one or more barriers to upward mobility between the benchmark population and the SES cadre. WFs and BFs in the SES fell below their corresponding availability in all the benchmarks, with the exception of the GS-14 and 15 feeder pool. AMs in the SES fell below their corresponding availability in all the benchmarks. AIANFs in the SES fell below their corresponding availability in all the benchmarks, with the exception of the GS-14 and GS-15 benchmark.  HMs in the SES fell below their corresponding availability in all the benchmarks, with the exception of the upward mobility benchmark.

Further analysis was performed to determine whether and to what extent certain groups were encountering obstacles on their way up to the internal SES feeder pool.  This analysis is referred as the "block pipeline" analysis.  A blocked pipeline occurs when employees who are in upward mobility occupations fail to reach the senior grade levels within those occupations.

Using Table A4, a trigger occurs when the participation rate of a group drops off significantly when compared with the upward mobility benchmark.   Detailed analysis revealed that in comparison to the upward mobility benchmark, BFs encountered a significant trigger at the GS-12 to GS-13 transition.  As such, one can infer that BFs were experiencing a blocked pipeline barrier.  Similar, WFs encountered a blocked pipeline barrier at the GS-14 to GS-15 transition.  As for HMs, they had triggers in the senior grade levels, with the exception of grade GS-15.  Although a large percentage of HMs reached their maximum grade of GS-15, others may have experienced blocked pipeline barriers as they moved from grades GS-11 to GS-14.

HFs did not encounter a blocked pipeline until the GS-12 to GS-13 transition and this continued thru GS-15.   Although the representation of BMs exceeded their expected representation in the SES cadre, BMs experienced a blocked pipeline barrier starting at the grade GS-12 to GS-13 transition and this continued thru GS-15.  As for AMs and AFs, they experienced block pipelines in their senior grade levels, with the exception of grade GS-15.  Although a large percentage of AMs and AFs reached their maximum grade level of GS-15, others may have experienced block pipeline barriers as they moved from grades GS-10 through GS-14.  NHOPIMs did encounter triggers at all senior grade levels.   NHOPIMs experienced a blocked pipeline barrier starting at the GS-12 to GS-13 and GS-13 to GS-14 transitions.  In a similar manner, NHOPIFs experienced a blocked pipeline barrier starting at the GS-11 to GS-12 transition and this continues thru GS-15.  AIANFs experienced a blocked pipeline barrier starting at the GS-11 to GS-12 transition and this continues thru GS-15.  

Finally, one more approach to barrier analysis focuses on employees within a REG group who experience a “glass wall” because they are unable to obtain employment in the major occupations (e.g., Table A6 analysis).  The analysis consists of comparing participation rates in VA’s occupations with upward mobility to their availability in the occupational CLF.  Based on the analysis, it was determined that due to small populations in several occupations (e.g. Program Management, Cemetery Administration, Criminal Investigations, Equal Employment Opportunity, and Legal Assistance) triggers were significantly unlikely to impede advancement efforts of BFs, Native Hawaiian/Pacific Islanders, American Indian or Alaska Natives.  There was no significant “glass wall” in the major occupations for BMs and AIANMs.  

Triggers identifying impediment to advancement efforts in other occupations with upward mobility did exist for all other REG groups.

The Diversity Index, computed for each of the benchmarks, provides a single measure of the SES diversity in relation to the referenced benchmark.  With a diversity index score of 58.92, the SES diversity was more closely aligned with the GS-14 and GS-15 feeder pool than the upward mobility benchmark with a score of 54.26.  This is reasonably intuitive as the SES appointments typically come from the GS-15 and GS-14 populations.

Analysis  

VA’s representation of IWTDs has exceeded the Administration’s goal of 2 percent and is above the government average of 1.06 percent for FY 2015 (the latest data available).  However, this group has a glass ceiling at the GS-10/Title 38 equivalent level.  Approximately 8 percent of the total workforce is employed in WG jobs.  About 7.22 percent of the WG workforce are IWTDs; whereas, for the white collar positions about 1.73 percent are IWTDs. 

In FY 2016, the percent of VA’s permanent workforce with a targeted disability decreased to 2.16 percent, down from 2.17 percent in FY 2015.  The rate of growth, or net change, for the total permanent workforce with targeted disabilities (2.29 percent) was below the rate of growth for the entire permanent workforce (2.86 percent) [Reference Table B1].
Permanent employees with targeted disabilities are not well represented above GS-10/Title 38 equivalent pay levels or at the SES level (1.17 percent compared to 1.73 percent for the total workforce).  From FY 2015 to 2016, IWTDs experienced a marginal increase in their participation rate at the GS-10, GS-11 and 12/Title 38 equivalents.  There was a marginal decrease at the GS-13, GS-14 and 15/Title 38 equivalents.   

With the exception of professionals, technicians, sales workers, office and clerical, and service workers (Table B3), IWTDs made gains in FY 2016 in all other occupational categories.  They are now 0.92 percent of the professional occupational category (0.96 percent in FY 2015), 1.85 percent of technicians (1.91 percent in 2015), 1.97 percent of sales workers (1.97 percent in 2015), 3.86 percent of the office and clerical category (3.87 percent in 2015), and 4.15 percent of service workers (4.22 percent in 2015).
The five job series with the largest number of IWTDs are Custodial Workers (1,031), Medical Support Assistant (612), Food Service Worker (527), Miscellaneous Clerk and Assistant (490), and Nurse (347).

At the end of FY 2016, 26.34 percent of IWTDs in permanent positions were in WG occupations, up from 26.28 percent in FY 2015.  In comparison, at the end of FY 2016, 6.83 percent of individuals with no disabilities (includes those who did not identify) in permanent positions were in WG positions, down from 6.98 percent in FY 2015. 

Generally, the glass ceiling for IWTDs in the WG occupations occurs at grade 3.  Approximately, 81 percent of IWTDs in WG-1 and 2 self-reported having severe intellectual or psychiatric disabilities.   This same group is approximately 79 percent of the number of IWTDs in WG positions.  With the exception of one instance, there are no IWTDs at WG-14 and 15.

The top three WG occupations for individuals without disabilities (includes those who did not identify) are Custodial Worker (7,303), Food Service Worker (3,406) and Motor Vehicle Operator (1,411).  By legislation, the Custodial job series is reserved for Veterans.  There were 1,031 Custodial Workers with a targeted disability.  

In FY 2016, IWTDs have a high separation rate (3.42 percent) in the permanent workforce higher than their workforce participation rate (2.15 percent).  Out of those IWTDs who separated from VA, 2.39 percent of them had psychiatric disabilities.  Of the IWTDs who were involuntarily separated, 6.67 percent (174) had psychiatric disabilities.  Of VA’s permanent IWTDs, 1.33 percent has psychiatric disabilities.  While this group is only 2.15 percent of VA’s workforce, they were 8.36 percent of involuntary separations.

The number of Selective Placement Coordinators and LRAC with the proper skill set remains insufficient throughout the Department.  

The ratio of complaints based on disability remains high.  The total number of cases filed (29 CFR § 1614.7049[d]) with a basis of disability increased to 863 in FY 2016, up from 766 in FY 2015.
